The impetus for What's Up With Our Kids? 2008 began in 1999, at that time the Wayne
County Family & Children First Council was awarded a Child & Family Health Services
Grant from the Ohio Department of Health. Along with a youth survey on developmental
assets, the Child and Family Health Services Community Assessment allowed us to
determine the overall “health” of our community. The results revealed important
information about our children and our families in each of the following What's Up With
Our Kids? 2002 and 2006. We are thankful that the Ohio Department of Health has
continued to support our endeavor to focus on and assess the over all well-being of
Wayne County.

In 2007 the Ohio Family and Children First Cabinet asked each of Ohio’s 88 counties to
select specific goals for our community that would have direct impact on Ohio’s
children.
